writing practice at a paragraph level; and reading and listening from various

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Essential strategies for four language skills: reading and listening from
various sources, speaking in everyday use and writing at a paragraph level and
short essay, including sub-skills i.e., grammar, pronunciation, and vocabulary;

focusing on English in everyday life and in academic reading and issues that

enhance students world knowledge.
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Integrating four English skills by practicing reading news, research articles,
commentary, and academic texts, for comprehension and critical thinking,
from various sources focusing on the issues that enhance students’ world
knowledge; listening to news, lecture, and speech via multimedia and the
Internet; making conversations in various situations including speaking in
public, giving oral presentations and making simulations; and writing essays in
various types using citations and references; also practicing sub-skills such as

grammar, pronunciation, and vocabulary used in appropriate context
