BW 35 kg: 1% Lidocaine 10 mL
BW 50 kg: 1% Lidocaine 15 mL
BW 70 kg: 1% Lidocaine 20 mL

a) Steri-Talc F4 (4g) + NSS 50 mL + 1%lidocaine (MUATUUL)
