Formulations 

 - Oral:  Vitamin B6 25, 50, 100 mg/tab  

 - Parenteral: Vitamin B6   100 mg/1 mL   

   Neurobion (Vit B1 100 mg + Vit B6 100 mg + Vit B12 1 mg) 3 mL/amp  

Dosage 

 Adult: 

 - The pyridoxine dose should be at least equal to the estimated maximum ingested dose of 

isoniazid. 

 - If the amount of INH ingested is unknown, a pyridoxine dose of 5 grams has been 

recommended.  

 - The dose can be repeated at 5 to 20 minute intervals, until seizures cease or consciousness 

improves. 

 Pediatric: 

 - Give 70 mg/kg up to the maximum dose of 5 grams. 

Administrations2 

- Oral route: pyridoxine tablets are crushed and administered with fluid via NG tube at a rate 

of 1 gram every 2-3 minutes. 

- Intravenous route: during seizing, give pyridoxine by slow IV infusion at approximately 0.5 

gram/min until seizure stop or the maximum dose is reached. When the seizures stop, infuse the 

remainder of the dose over 4-6 hours. 
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
